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SUMMARY 
In an effort to extend the impact of the Global Outreach ministry of Stapleton Church we have chosen to deepen 
our commitment and involvement with the “Foundation for the Next Generation” project of our missionary, Beth 
Ann Erickson and see it through to it’s launch and expansion. 

The project will expand the opportunities to engage Estonians in activities outside of the church. Building on the 
model and success of the Cooking Ministry, this project will help to create exponentially more relational connections 
with Estonians where the gospel can be shared in small, comfortable, trusted environments. The key component of 
the project is to secure and purchase an apartment in the downtown area of Tartu with easy access for students, 
close proximity to bus routes, and near a grocery store. Cost: $250,000 USD. This apartment can then be utilized for 
ministry opportunities throughout the week, such as the cooking ministry. The project will supply regular meeting 
locations for expanding youth ministries in Estonia that will work within the norms of the local culture to facilitate the 
building of personal relationships in a home-like environment in order to reach youth with the message of Christ and 
develop the next generation of Christian leaders in Estonia.
